Belmont High School

School Site Council Minutes

December 14, 2006

I. Call to Order: Meeting called to order by President Trish Roughan at 3:48 p.m.
II. Roll Call: Quorum met. Eight members present: Jammie Castellanos, Sam Cucciniello, Afrodita Fuentes, Carmen Gonzalez, Olga Lopez, Miriam Reyes, Trish Roughan, and Gary Yoshinobu. 

III. Minutes:  Minutes for the November 16 meeting were read. Mrs. Gonzalez moved to accept the minutes as presented. Ms. Reyes seconded. Motion passed. 
IV. Budget Update: Mr. Cole passed out chart with the projected amount of Title I funds Belmont should receive for the 2007-2008 school year, based on the number of students qualifying for the free or reduced federal lunch program as of December 1, 2006. He estimated that Belmont will receive over $300,000 less next year, because fewer students are attending Belmont since the Miguel Contreras Learning Complex opened. SSC, with recommendations from ELAC and CEAC, will need to decide priorities for next year’s budget in order to cut $300,000.
V. School Based Coordinated Program (SBCP):  Mr. Cole explained that Belmont has a school-wide Title I progam. This means that any student at Belmont may receive services funded by Title I, whether or not the student qualifies for the federal free lunch program. In contrast, the state categorical funds Belmont receives may not be used for students who do no qualify for the category for which the funds have been allocated. For example, students in an AP class who are not officially identified as gifted may not use supplemental materials purchased with gifted funds, or students who have been reclassified as Fluent English Proficient may not go on a field trip bus funded by English Learner funds. Mr. Cole explained that SSC may choose to make Belmont a School Based Coordinated Program, which would allow the school flexibility in using services provided by state categorical funds. Mr. Cole had the recommendation from ELAC showing support for Belmont’s becoming SBCP. Mr. Cucciniello moved to make Belmont High (including Newcomer) a School Based Coordinated Program school. Ms. Reyes seconded. Motion passed. 
VI. Revising the Single Plan for Student Achievement:  Mr. Cole encouraged the SSC to consider revising the Single Plan to incorporate Belmont’s conversion to all Small Learning Communities as an important proposed solution to breaking down barriers to student achievement. He passed out wording for this proposed addition to the Single Plan. Mr. Cucciniello moved to revise the Single Plan by adding the wording that Mr. Cole presented. Ms. Castellanos seconded the motion. Motion passed.
VII. IIUSP/HPSG Budget Adjustment:  Ms. Diane Panossian, who coordinated Belmont’s IIUSP/ HPSG program last year, asked SSC to approve a technical budget adjustment to balance this program’s old accounts based on how the funds were spent last year. Mr. Cucciniello moved to make the budget adjustments to cover the negative line items left over from last year. Ms. Castellanos seconded the motion. Motion passed.
VIII. Small Learning Communities Letters of Intent:  Mr. Juan Palomares, the lead teacher for Belmont’s Computer Science Academy, and Mr. Carlos Rodriguez, Coordinator of Belmont Newcomer Center, presented letters of intent for their SLCs to become certified as district-approved small learning communities. Mr. Palomares and Mr. Rodriguez answered council members’ questions about their proposals. Ms. Panossian explained that SSC does not need to approve these letters of intent. 
IX. Adjournment:  Ms. Roughan adjourned the meeting at 5:19 p.m.
